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From the Director’s desk

As the Director of Sarva Samanvay Foundation (SSF), | am honored to present our first Annual Report for FY 2023-24. At SSF, our
unwavering commitment to providing exceptional healthcare services and fostering a healthier community remains at the heart of
everything we do.

Over the past year, we have made steady progress toward our vision of establishing a responsive, citizen-centric health ecosystem that
empowers communities to take ownership of their health. We are advancing toward this goal by building robust networks and fostering
meaningful collaborations, having secured several key partners who share our vision.

The report outlines the projects completed during the fiscal year 2023-24, emphasizing their substantial impact on the communities
served. Of particular note, over 85 mega healthcare camps were organized during the year, providing screenings for approximately
10,000 individuals for conditions such as hypertension, diabetes, cataracts, and glaucoma. Among those screened for eye disorders,
210 individuals successfully had their vision restored. Furthermore, the ‘Sapno ki Udaan’ project reached 230 schools and colleges,
fostering awareness about menstrual hygiene among adolescent girls. Under this project, 40,000 girls were educated on
menstrual health and hygiene practices across five districts in Uttar Pradesh. In addition, the ‘Taakat Mission’ was implemented
in eight districts of Uttar Pradesh, engaging over 7,500 mothers of young children. These mothers received nutrition-centric
knowledge and were sensitized on good nutrition practices for the well-being of their children.
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As part of its Samarpan initiative, SSF provides students and young professionals with opportunities to explore the domains of public
health and community engagement through a blend of theoretical learning and hands-on experience. Our team conducted a five-day
workshop for students from the School of Social Sciences, Department of Social Work at Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University,
Kanpur on public health and role of social behaviour change in fostering community health.

As we look ahead, we remain steadfast in our mission to broaden our impact and tackle pressing public health challenges in the
community. By fostering strategic collaborations with distinguished academic institutions, healthcare organizations, government bodies,
CSRs, and other stakeholders, we aim to amplify the reach and effectiveness of the work we do together.

We extend our heartfelt gratitude to our team, partners, advisors, and supporters for their unwavering commitment and invaluable
contributions over the past year. Your steadfast support drives our mission forward. Together, let us advance, with purpose and
determination, our goal of achieving universal health coverage.
